Mission Statement  

The Governor’s Grants Program values Kansans living in healthy communities, where 
they can grow, learn, feel safe, and thrive economically.  The Program strives to 
remove obstacles in Kansas communities, neighborhoods, schools, businesses, and 
homes to ensure the safety and security of all Kansans.  By administering federal and 
state grants to units of state and local government, Native American tribes, and 
nonprofit, community and faith-based organizations throughout the state, the program 
aims to enhance the criminal justice system, improve public safety, and support crime 
victim services and drug and violence prevention programs throughout Kansas.

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Kansas Criminal Justice Coordinating Council  
The Kansas Criminal Justice Coordinating Council (KCJCC) was created in 1994 by 
the Kansas Legislature (K.S.A. 74-9501 et seq.) to define and analyze issues and 
processes in the criminal justice system, identify alternative solutions, and make 
recommendations for improvement.  The KCJCC also directs the development and 
management of the Kansas Criminal Justice Information System (KCJIS). 

The Council provides the oversight of the criminal justice funding available to the state 
from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs Bureau of Justice 
Assistance.  The KCJCC is charged with developing a Kansas strategy, prioritizing 
purpose areas for funding, and determining grant awards.  With the Council members’ 
expertise and knowledge, the KCJCC has developed strategies and approaches to 
prevent, as well as control, violent and drug-related crimes. 

KCJCC members are statutorily appointed and consist of the Governor or designee, 
the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court or designee, the Attorney General or designee, 
the Secretary of Corrections, the Superintendent of the Highway Patrol, the 
Commissioner of the Juvenile Justice Authority, and the Director of the Kansas Bureau 
of Investigation.  More information on the KCJCC can be found online at http://
grants.ks.gov/boards-councils-and-initiatives. 

 

Governor’s Domestic Violence Fatality Review Board 
In October 2004, former Governor Kathleen Sebelius signed Executive Order 04-11 
establishing the 14-member Governor’s Domestic Violence Fatality Review Board 
(FRB).  The FRB is charged with reviewing all adult domestic violence-related fatalities 
in Kansas, describing trends and patterns regarding the facts and circumstances of 
these fatalities, recommending improvements to prevent future fatalities, and 
determining if adequate resources and training are in place for those who respond to 
domestic violence crimes. 

Mark Malick, Kansas Bureau of Investigation, chairs the FRB.  Current FRB members 
include Dave Warry, Kansas Law Enforcement Training Center; Steven Halley, Family 
Peace Initiative; Joyce Grover, Kansas Coalition Against Sexual & Domestic Violence; 
Michael Radke, Garden City Police Department; Curt Brungardt, Jana’s Campaign; 
Paula Taylor, Newman Regional Health; Audrey Cress, Kansas Department of 
Corrections; and Rev. David Meier, St. Peter’s Lutheran Church.  Justin Shaw, Kansas 
City Anti-Violence Project, serves as an advisory member and Stephanie Russo serves 
as a survivor advisory member.  Debi Holcomb serves as staff for the FRB.  More 
information about the FRB’s findings and recommendations can be found online at 
http://grants.ks.gov/boards-councils-and-initiatives.  
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Federal Improving Criminal Justice Responses (ICJR), formerly know 

as the Grants to Encourage Arrest Policies and Enforcement  

of Protection Orders Program 
 

The Governor’s Office has partnered with the Kansas Coalition Against Sexual and 
Domestic Violence, the Kansas Attorney General's Office, the Kansas Office of Judicial 
Administration, the Kansas Department of Corrections, and many local agencies to 
form the Governor’s Advisory Council on Domestic and Sexual Violence Response.  
The Council is tasked with updating existing and creating additional comprehensive 
advanced training curricula for professionals in the criminal justice system who 
respond to domestic and sexual violence.  The purpose of the training project is to 
infuse Kansas with a consistent, coordinated response to domestic and sexual 
violence from the time of a 911 call reporting an incident, through the investigation, 
arrest, prosecution, probation or parole and release of offenders.  This training effort is 
funded through a Federal Improving Criminal Justice Response (ICJR) grant awarded 
by the U.S. Department of Justice, Office on Violence Against Women.  In SFY 2016, a 
Memorandum of Understanding was established, advisory council members were 
selected, and staff were put into place to ensure that the project would begin on or 
around July 1, 2016. 

 
 

 

Kansas Academy for Victim Assistance (KAVA)  
 

In 2012, the Governor’s Grants Program received a Federal State Victim Assistance 
Academies (SVAA) grant from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office for Victims of 
Crime (OVC) to enhance Kansas’ existing statewide victim services training 
(B.A.S.I.K.).  This financial and technical support has let to the enhancement of 
B.A.S.I.K. and transformed it into the Kansas Academy for Victim Assistance (KAVA).  
KAVA is a statewide training academy committed to the improvement of victim services 
by enhancing skills of professionals who work with victims of crime.  The purpose of 
the academy is to provide participants with a foundation of knowledge and skills to 
create a consistent, victim-centered, and trauma-informed response to victims in 
Kansas. 

In SFY 2016, the KAVA committee contracted with an organization to conduct a 
statewide training and technical assistance needs assessment.  The results of this 
assessment were used to develop a strategic plan for addressing training and technical 
assistance needs.  Also during SFY 2016, two academies were held, one in Topeka 
and one in Wichita. 
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FEDERAL AND STATE GRANT PROGRAMS 
The Governor's Grants Program administers grant funds to organizations enhancing 
the criminal justice system, improving public safety, and supporting crime victim 
services and drug and violence prevention programs.  State and local units of 
government, Native American Tribes, and non-profit, community and faith-based 
organizations throughout the state are eligible to apply for and receive grant funds.  
This Annual Report covers grant projects beginning during state fiscal year 2016.  
Each grant program has specific grant project periods.  

For 2016, the Governor’s Grants Program awarded a total of $21,904,333 for 215 grant 
projects.

Federal John R. Justice (JRJ) Grant Program 

The John R. Justice (JRJ) Grant Program provides student loan repayment assistance 
for local, state, and federal government public defenders and local and state 
government prosecutors who commit to serving as public defenders or prosecutors for 
at least three years.  JRJ is administrated by the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of 
Justice Assistance.  During the 2016 grant period, five public defenders and five 
prosecutors were awarded a total of $32,825 to assist in the repayment of their student 
loan debt. 
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FY 2016 GRANT FUNDS AWARDED 

Funds administered by the Governor’s Grants Program benefit all Kansas counties. 

 
*The State Legislature approved the transfer of monies from the State Problem 
Gambling and Addictions Fund to the Governor’s Grants Program for the purpose of 
providing additional assistance to domestic violence programs and children’s advocacy 
centers.  The SGF grant awards made to domestic violence and sexual assault 
agencies includes $700,343 from the State Problem Gambling and Addictions Fund 
and the Attorney General’s Office, and the CAC grant awards made to children’s 
advocacy centers includes $183,348 from the State Problem Gambling and Addictions 
Fund and the Attorney General’s Office.

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STATE CHILDREN’S ADVOCACY CENTERS (CAC) GRANT PROGRAM  

JULY 1, 2015—JUNE 30, 2016 

Funding for children’s advocacy centers from the State General Fund supported 
initiating, enhancing, or expanding grant projects establishing comprehensive 
Children's Advocacy Centers (CACs). CACs are child-focused, community-oriented 
programs coordinating investigation and intervention services for abused children by 
bringing together professionals and agencies in a comprehensive, multi-disciplinary 
model. 

Seventeen grant projects were awarded $1,021,713 to hire and train staff to provide 
child sexual and physical abuse victims with child-sensitive forensic interviews; provide 
advocacy services to aid in the healing process for victims and non-offending 
caregivers; increase community education/awareness of child advocacy centers and 
child abuse and neglect issues; and coordinate multi-disciplinary case review teams to 
regularly review problematic cases and to foster coordinated efforts across systems to 
enhance client and case outcomes.

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Inspiration from the Community 
 

Five of six alleged victims of a local man, all elementary-school-aged, came to the 
agency to tell their stories and receive advocacy services.  Victims told stories of 
manipulation and inappropriate physical and sexual contact as well as the taking of 
inappropriate photos by their private music instructor.  Their stories and the other 
evidence found resulted in the perpetrator pleading guilty and receiving a sentence of 
life in prison.  At least one victim and family returned to receive free therapy services 
and we are happy to report that approximately six months later, the victim graduated 
from the therapy program and is moving forward on the path of recovery.  Two of the 
parents involved in this case were so moved by the services that they received that 
they have come back to serve in volunteer leadership roles.

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FEDERAL FAMILY VIOLENCE PREVENTION AND SERVICES ACT 
(FVPSA)    

JULY 1, 2015—JUNE 30, 2016 

The Federal Family Violence Prevention and Services Act Grant Program (FVPSA) 
provided $1,158,941 in grant awards to 21 domestic violence programs in Kansas.  
The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, Administration for Children and 
Families provides funding for this grant. 

FVPSA funds pay for services for victims of family violence, domestic violence, or 
dating violence, and their dependents.  These services include support group activities 
for women and children, child care, prevention education in schools and communities, 
information and referral services, advocacy in obtaining protection from abuse and 
stalking orders, court accompaniment, outreach into rural counties, etc.  One of these 
priorities is ensuring services are provided 24-hours-a-day, seven-days-a-week and 
free to domestic violence victims and their children.  Many programs provide outreach 
services in the rural counties.  Services range from safe homes, support groups, crisis 
intervention, court accompaniment, and transportation. 

Kansas domestic violence programs make every effort to reach those who are 
underserved.  Many of the programs have volunteers and staff of different ethnic, 
racial, cultural, and language diversities in order to meet the needs of victims and their 
children.  Shelter facilities are accessible to those who have physical disabilities or an 
alternative safe shelter is provided.  Staff and volunteers in the rural isolated areas 
provide transportation.  Many programs also provide access to toll-free numbers for 
victims.  In addition, Kansas has a toll-free number to assist local programs with AT&T 
interpreter services, 888-END-ABUSE.

Funds helped victims that came to Safehome’s shelter.  One victim writes ’I know that 
I never would have been able to recover, reclaim my life or advocate for myself 
without the love, support and guidance of every single person there.  I know it sounds 
dramatic, though I firmly believe that Safehome saved my life.  There I was given the 
strength, encouragement and resources to not only escape the abuse I’d lived with for 
years, but to process it, learn new and better skills to navigate future engagements 
with this person and set boundaries in such a way as to drastically minimize the 
impact that he has on my life.  I left Safehome knowing that I NEVER want to be in a 
position to be controlled, manipulated or tortured by ANYONE ever again.  I left secure 
in my ability to enforce my boundaries in order to ensure that it doesn’t.  I left with the 
self-esteem, desire, bravery and conviction to be patient and capable enough to wait 
for the people that will inspire, encourage and support me in this as well as in my life 
ahead.’  It is hoped that with the help of Safehome’s shelter advocates, clinical staff 
and other staff providing comprehensive supportive services, all of these individuals 
and families will be able to remain safe, begin to heal from trauma, and develop new, 
healthy, violence-free lives.

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FEDERAL EDWARD J. BYRNE MEMORIAL  
JUSTICE ASSISTANCE GRANT (JAG) 

OCTOBER 1, 2015—SEPTEMBER 30, 2016 

The Kansas Criminal Justice Coordinating Council (KCJCC) oversees criminal justice 
federal funding from the Federal Edward J. Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant 
(JAG) program.  The U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau 
of Justice Assistance provides the funding for this grant. 

 

JAG funding assists state and local units of government, Native American Tribes, and 
nonprofit, community, and faith-based organizations to enhance the criminal justice 
system. Kansas focuses JAG funding on information technology, treatment, 
prevention, and enforcement efforts.  The KCJCC awarded $2,228,467 to 35 grant 
projects.  The following table identifies the number of grant projects and funds awarded 
to each program area.

The KCJCC’s funding priorities for SFY 2016 were law enforcement, prosecution and 
courts, corrections and community corrections, drug treatment, information technology, 
and crime victims and witness programs. 

Inspiration from the Community 

 

Four County provides mental health, addiction, substance abuse and other services 
using evidence-based practices to members of the correctional population or at-risk 
individuals and utilize these practices to reduce recidivism or prevent first-time 
offenses.  The program provided with these JAG funds is called Lasting Recovery.  It 
has been well received by the surrounding counties and surveys with correctional 
officers, probation officers and other community partners resoundingly shows that the 
need is greater than one entity can provide  The assistance provided by JAG funds 
will help to provide clients in the legal system or at-risk with multidimensional care in 
order to treat the underlying issues involved with substance abuse and/or criminal 
activity.  Four County also works with surrounding employers to try and place ex-
offenders who are adhering to the program with gainful employment thereby creating a 
contributing member and eliminating the need for incarceration.

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FEDERAL EDWARD J. BYRNE MEMORIAL JUSTICE ASSISTANCE 
GRANT 

PRISON RAPE ELIMINATION ACT REALLOCATION (JAG PREA) 

DECEMBER 1, 2015-DECEMBER 31, 2016 

 
 
The Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) provides that a state or territory whose 
governor does not certify full compliance with the standards is subject to the loss of five 
percent of any DOJ grant funds that it would otherwise receive for prison purposes, 
unless the governor submits an assurance that such five percent will be used only for 
the purpose of enabling the state to achieve and certify full compliance with the 
standards in future years.  
 
The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program is one of the 
Department of Justice grant programs subject to this requirement.  The goals of the FY 
2016 PREA Reallocation JAG Program are to continue implementation of the national 
standards to prevent, detect, and respond to prison rape in order to protect individuals 
from sexual abuse and sexual harassment in confinement.  FY16 PREA Reallocation 
funds support the Kansas Department of Corrections (KDOC) efforts to implement the 
national standards.  Funds provide technical assistance to seven county jails that 
house KDOC inmates in assessing preparedness and implementation of PREA 
standards, as well as to complete the mandatory PREA audits for certification.

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FEDERAL NATIONAL CRIMINAL HISTORY  IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 
(NCHIP) 

JULY 1, 2015-DECEMBER 31, 2016 

 

The Kansas Criminal Justice Coordinating Council (KCJCC) oversees criminal justice 
federal funding from the Federal National Criminal History Improvement Program 
(NCHIP).  NCHIP is administered by the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice 
Programs, Bureau of Justice Statistics.   

NCHIP continues the U.S. Department of Justice’s efforts to build an accurate and 
useful national system of criminal records. Availability of complete computerized 
criminal records is vital for criminal investigations, prosecutorial charging, sentencing 
decisions, correctional supervision and release, and background checks for licensing 
and purchasing of handguns and applying for child-care positions or other 
responsibilities involving children, the elderly and the disabled.  

During the 2016 grant period, the Kansas Bureau of Investigation (KBI) used the 
NCHIP award to continue funding positions responsible for the data entry of back-
logged dispositions into the KBI’s central repository to continue automation of criminal 
history records, electronic imagining of source documents, and synchronization of 
databases.  The KBI is purchasing livescan machines for electronic finger and palm 
prints, to be installed in Kansas jurisdictions that do not currently have that capability or 
have outdated technology.  In addition, funds are being used to ensure KBI staff 
attendance at semi-annual conference events to enhance partnerships, increase 
knowledge, and learn about the most current technology advancements for criminal 
history record information.  The chart below includes only a portion of project 
expenditures to reflect 2016 activity.

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FEDERAL PAUL COVERDELL NATIONAL FORENSIC SCIENCES 
IMPROVEMENT ACT (NFSIA) 

OCTOBER 1, 2015—DECEMBER 31, 2016 
 

The Kansas Criminal Justice Coordinating Council (KCJCC) oversees the Federal Paul 
Coverdell National Forensic Sciences Improvement Act (NFSIA) grant.  The grant is 
funded by the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, National 
Institute of Justice. 

NFSIA provides funding to improve the quality, timeliness, and credibility of forensic 
science services for criminal justice purposes.  The NFSIA program funds crime 
laboratories and medical examiner's offices based on population and crime statistics. 

The KCJCC awarded a total of $69,161 to the three Kansas-based crime labs, the  
Johnson County Sheriff’s Office, Sedgwick County Regional Forensic Science Center, 
and the Kansas Bureau of Investigation.  The funds assisted the Johnson County 
Crime Lab and the Sedgwick County Regional Forensic Science Center with the 
purchase of laboratory equipment.  Funds  awarded to the Kansas Bureau of 
Investigation allowed staff to attend trainings to improve the quality and timeliness of 
lab cases.

FOR STATE PRISONERS (RSAT) 

JULY 1, 2015—JUNE 30, 2016 

 

The Kansas Criminal Justice Coordinating Council (KCJCC) oversees funding from the 
Federal Residential Substance Abuse Treatment for State Prisoners (RSAT) grant 
program.  The grant is funded by the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice 
Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance. 

RSAT assists states and local units of government in developing and implementing 
residential substance abuse treatment programs within state and local correctional and 
detention facilities in which prisoners are incarcerated for a period of time sufficient to 
permit substance abuse treatment. The primary program need for RSAT is securing 
the resources necessary to provide more treatment opportunities for adult and juvenile 
inmates. The grant program’s goal is to reduce recidivism by implementing residential 
substance abuse programs that provide individual and group treatment activities for 
offenders in residential facilities operated by the state. 

The KCJCC awarded a total of $81,688 to the Kansas Department of Corrections 
(KDOC) to support its on-going therapeutic community program.  The program targets 
substance abuse among female inmates who are assessed showing need for 
treatment and at high risk for substance use/abuse and recidivism.

The Federal Sexual Assault Services Grant Program (SASP) supports the 
establishment, maintenance, and expansion of rape crisis centers and other programs 
and projects to assist those victimized by sexual assault. The U.S. Department of 
Justice, Office on Violence Against Women provides funding for this grant.   

Nine grant projects were awarded $311,397 during the reporting period of January 1, 
2016 through December 31, 2016.  SASP-funded grant projects provided services to 
732 sexual assault victims as well as 187 additional people indirectly affected by the 
crime.

The Federal State Access and Visitation Program (SAVP) provides supervised child 
exchange and supervised child visitation services to children and families at risk 
because of circumstances relating to neglect; substance abuse; emotional, physical or 
sexual abuse; domestic or family violence; etc.  The U.S. Department of Health and 
Human Services, Administration for Children and Families provides funding for this 
grant. 

Ten grant projects were awarded $95,000 to provide supervised visitation and 
exchange services for children and families and parenting classes to improve the 
parenting skills for residential and non-residential parents.

Our center has provided supervised visitation services to a father with mental and 
physical disabilities for nearly six years.  His child is now nine and recently was 
ordered by the court to have his first unsupervised contact with his father.  The father 
began receiving monitored exchanges that occur at our center and are scheduled for 
three hours, once per week.  During the three-hour visit, the father was allowed to take 
the child from the center to his home and directly back to the center at the end of the 
visitation.  Through these services, the parents are now able to communicate and the 
residential parent has agreed to allow the father to take the child to his baseball 
games and McDonald’s for dinner (when discussed and approved in advance).  The 
child has informed center staff that he likes being able to spend time with his father 
outside of his home.

STATE GENERAL FUND (SGF)             

JULY 1, 2015-JUNE 30, 2016 

The State General Fund (SGF) provides funds to support services for domestic 
violence prevention grants.  These funds are used as matching funds for federal 
formula grant requirements to support sexual assault, domestic violence, and stalking 
services and to enhance services to underserved areas of the state. 

Twenty-six grant projects were awarded $4,259,687 to assist in ensuring that funds are 
available for community-based sexual and domestic violence services.  Crime victims 
and their children are best served when they can maintain jobs, stay in schools, keep 
family connections and other community ties while receiving safe services.  Therefore, 
services such as safety planning, shelter, advocacy, counseling, etc. should be 
available within, or close to, every community in Kansas.

The Family Crisis Center provided safe, confidential space for survivors experiencing 
domestic violence.  We provide culturally relevant services to survivors.  The bilingual 
advocate assisted two undocumented victims of domestic abuse to move down the 
path of citizenship.  After suffering from many years of abuse as an undocumented 
immigrant, a survivor that had no legal status came in to the office for help.  Through 
advocacy, the client was able to obtain birth certificates and is waiting for her 
Certification Supplement B, that will give her the opportunity to apply for a U-Visa.  
She said that she feels like she finally has hope, after living many years feeling 
hopeless and trapped.  Her advocate supported her and validated her feelings/fears, 
helped her to understand the dynamics of domestic violence.  The survivor shared that 
she was grateful for the support and words her advocate used to encourage her 
through these tough times.

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FEDERAL S.T.O.P. VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN ACT                          
GRANT PROGRAM (VAWA)                 

JANUARY 1, 2016-DECEMBER 31, 2016 
The S.T.O.P. Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) grant program supports law en-
forcement and prosecution strategies to combat violent crimes against women and to 
develop and enhance victim services in cases involving violent crimes against women.  
S.T.O.P. VAWA funds are allocated according to federal guidelines, with 25 percent for 
law enforcement,  25 percent for prosecution, five percent for courts, 30 percent for non
-profit victims service organizations, and 15 percent for discretionary purposes.  The 
U.S. Department of Justice, Office on Violence Against Women provides funding for this 
grant.  

Twenty-six grant projects were awarded $1,307,647.  During the grant period, VAWA-
funded grant projects provided services to 2,910 domestic violence, sexual assault and 
stalking victims and trained 3,516 individuals.  

 

Inspiration from the Community 

In Johnson County, the domestic violence court program docket continues to be held separate 
from the criminal cases and all subsequent hearings are heard by the designated magistrate 
judge or district court judge assigned to hear domestic violence cases.  The grant-funded 
administrative assistant is a crucial support in the effective case management of this fast-
paced, heavy docket.  Every year, case filings are tracked to determine if a domestic violence 
offender has returned to the program.  The most significant result of this specialized domestic 
violence court is the success demonstrated in the recidivism rates of the offenders, which was 
31.5% in 2016.

A Victim Services Coordinator (VSC) has been hired for the county in order to offer free support for 
victims of crime.  The five main service areas of the position are information/referral, crime victim 
compensation, personal advocacy, criminal just assistance and emotional support.  The VSC will also 
physically go to court with victims or take them to the prosecutor, and keep them informed of the 
status of the trial they are involved in.  By working out of the sheriff’s office, the VSC is available to 
emotionally support victims at the scene of a crime.  The mother of a child sexual assault victim 
writes, “I don’t know how I would have made it through these trying times.  She was there for my 
family and most importantly my daughter...She gave so much support and assistance to use and 
asked for nothing in return...She kept in contact in between each trial.  She made us feel 
important...She helped to ease her (the daughter’s) anxiety and nervousness.  She has been with us 
through every step of the process and no words can truly express our gratefulness.”
